e You have been working professionally for 2+ years.
e You have a presence on NowPlayingUtah.com.
e You have an established DUNS* number (or have applied for one).

You are not eligible to apply if:
e You have received this Arts Northwest funding within the past 2 years.
e You are a past Utah Division of Arts & Museums grant recipient and have not
submitted a final report.

* Applicants are required to obtain a Dun and Bradstreet number.
This application will be accepted if you have applied for a Dun & Bradstreet
number but have not yet received it. Please go to
http://artsandmuseums.utah.gov/funding/grants/index.html#duns for step-by-
step directions on applying.

To apply, please submit the following with your application:
e Artist or mission statement.
e Individual or group resume, no more than two pages, including educational
background and professional achievements.
e Work sample links.

REQUIREMENTS
e After attending Arts Northwest you must provide a brief written report
summarizing your experience. An electronic report form will be provided and will
be due no later than November 10™.

Additionally:
e You may submit only one application.
e Do not include any material not requested by the application, it will be discarded.
e Applications must include all support materials at the time of delivery.

If you are awarded funding, you will be notified by August 31, 2011.

NOTE: Arts Northwest is offering a 20% discount on all other fees for Utah
participants, excluding membership cost.
